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A VISION FOR 2025                                      

It is safe to say that has 2025 started out like very few years 
before. We are not only starting with a new presidential 
administration, but the effects of what President Trump has been 
declaring over the nation are without precedent in our lifetimes. 
These include:  
- There are only two genders 
- Men cannot compete against women in women’s sports 
- Racial preferences must come to an end in favor of merit 
- Corruption in politics will be tolerated no longer 
- Overreaching secrecy in a representative democracy is un-
American 

When these statements were made after the inauguration as part 
of a “revolution of common sense”, we have discerned that these 
declarations aren’t merely political, but present a godly authority 
that reveals how far our nation and culture have fallen. The 
effects of this authority are felt by every principality of perversion, 
double-speak, deception and corruption. The righteous are 
resonating while the forces of darkness are in disarray. Our 
alliances with demons of dependency and bondage are being 
broken. 

The state we are in right now in early 2025 is a state of 
NATIONAL DELIVERANCE. In our Kingdom prayers, God is 
actively delivering us from evil. We believe that while we are in 
this state, we need to pray for God’s authority to be clearly seen 
in all this, which will lead us to what comes next.   

What comes next is NATIONAL REPENTANCE. 2 Chron 7:14. We 
have been a stubborn and self-reliant people, operating in ways 
that seem right to us, but that end in destruction. While 
repentance can come upon revelation, such as when the prodigal 
son “came to his senses”, deliverance often precedes it. Pray 
earnestly for repentance to sweep the land, starting with the 
church, as well as with us as we intercede. 
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What can and should come quickly on the heels, or concurrently 
with these is NATIONAL REVIVAL. We don’t need a political 
revival, but a godly one, where our culture openly professes a 
trust in God that can only come with mass salvation, open hearts 
and a return to reliance on Christ for all things. 

We hope some of you will resonate with this progression from 
deliverance to revival in how you pray and believe, so we wanted 
to lay it out here for you. This can touch how you pray for many 
needs around you, and it not a matter only isolated to the 
national level. There is a spillover of all that is going on that is 
already changing our local political climates away from 
complacency and dependency toward a more godly outlook that 
we can reinforce through fervent prayer. 

Our ask is that you can consider this progression as a possible 
overlay or discernment theme for how you pray over the items in 
each domain in the guide below, seeking Holy Spirit guidance on 
what His work is in each, to, as it says in John, to convict the 
world regarding sin, righteousness and judgement. 

KINGDOM PRAYER AND WORSHIP PRAYER               

The purpose of this Prayer Guide is to help us do a better job of 
agreeing with God about what He wants to do in our world.  We 
call this Kingdom Prayer.  The Bible lists many topics about which 
God cares and about which we should be seeking Him.  This 
Guide is needed because most of us are not consciously aware of 
most of these issues.  It is an aid to remind us what God wants 
us to pray about.  The Guide is not exhaustive, but it should help 
stimulate our minds to focus on what God is concerned about. 
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But there is a kind of prayer that is far more important than 
praying for these Kingdom issues.  Let’s call it Worship Prayer.  
The purpose of this type of prayer – worship prayer – is to exalt 
God and our Lord Jesus Christ.  He is so good to us.  Worship 
prayer allows us to love on Him and thank Him for His goodness.  
It is praise of God.  It issues from our grateful hearts and bubbles 
over with expressions of adoration, thanksgiving, surrender, 
recognition of all He has done and continues to do for us.  Our 
God deserves our praise, love and gratitude.  Notice in Revelation 
4 and 5 the type of prayer being offered to Him: 

Day and night they never stop saying: 

“‘Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God Almighty,’ who 
was, and is, and is to come.” 

Whenever the living creatures give glory, honor and 
thanks to him who sits on the throne and who lives for 
ever and ever, the twenty-four elders fall down before 
him who sits on the throne and worship him who lives 
for ever and ever.  They lay their crowns before the 
throne and say: 

“You are worthy, our Lord and God, to receive 
glory and honor and power, for you created all 
things, and by your will they were created and 
have their being.” 
 Revelation 4:8-11 (NIV) 

That’s what our worship prayer should look like! 

. . . and we should be praying all day as we go through the day. 

Pray without ceasing. 1 Thessalonians 5:17, KJV 

And pray in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of 
prayers and requests. With this in mind, be alert and 
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always keep on praying for all the Lord’s people.                                                              
Ephesians 6:18, NIV 

Sometimes, it is entirely appropriate to forsake Kingdom 
prayer and simply focus on God, our Lord Jesus Christ, 
and His goodness to us in worship! 

WHAT IS KINGDOM PRAYER?  WHY IS IT NEEDED? 

Kingdom prayer is prayer that focuses on what God wants to do 
to build His kingdom. Rather than emphasizing concern for 
people’s health and convenience issues, it emphasizes spiritual 
issues regarding authorities, principalities, and powers. It brings 
deliverance from evil forces that deceive the world into constant 
darkness, and reveals the true light of the gospel as His followers 
grow in obedience, light, spiritual fruit, love and servanthood. Can 
there be any doubt that our nation and world is under judgement 
and that we need God to dislodge us from stubbornly seeking our 
own way? Let His kingdom come! 

The key for HOW to pray kingdom prayers with effective fervency 
is seen ever so plainly  when a disciple, who was already familiar 
with a prayer discipline of 3 times a day, saw Jesus’ prayer life 
first hand and was moved to ask for guidance:  

Now it came to pass, as He was praying in a certain 
place, when He ceased, that one of His disciples said to 
Him, “Lord, teach us to pray, as John also taught his 
disciples.” So He said to them, “When you pray, say: 
Our Father in heaven, Hallowed be Your name. Your 
kingdom come. Your will be done, on earth as it is in 
heaven.       Luke 11:1-2 
NKJV 

INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE USE OF THE 2025 KINGDOM 
PRAYER GUIDE 
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Whenever you pray, “on earth as it is in Heaven” as our Master 
instructs, He is leading you somewhere. He is inviting you by faith 
to gain understanding of how His will IS being done in heaven, 
and therefore CAN be done on earth. Would He ever instruct you 
to pray a prayer that He doesn’t intend to answer? The LITV 
brings out the literal text, “Let Your kingdom come, let Your will 
be done on earth as it also is in Heaven” (emphasis mine). Take 
note. Jesus is repeating His Mattew 6 instructions here. 

Therefore, we simply list various domains of the earth that need 
to come under His kingship for you to fervently call toward 
Heaven. Heaven is the model for where the Father’s will is being 
done, and you have a deposit of Heaven in you by the Holy Spirit, 
allowing you to learn, hear and see what Heaven rule looks like 
for each item on our list! As it is written: 

For while we are in this tent, we groan and are burdened, 
because we do not wish to be unclothed but to be clothed 
instead with our heavenly dwelling, so that what is mortal 
may be swallowed up by life. Now the one who has 
fashioned us for this very purpose is God, who has given us 
the Spirit as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to come. 2 Cor 
5:4-5  

So, before you begin, please read 2 Cor 1:22, Phil 3:20, Col 3:2, 
Eph 1:14, 2 Pet 3:13, Isa 65:17, and Heb 12:22-23 to help you 
pray from a Kingdom perspective. 

Spend time on whatever domain(s) the Holy Spirit directs you on 
this list, making notes, hearing from Heaven and speaking what 
you hear. Our hope is that you don’t specialize in one domain, but 
ask daily where the Lord would have you focus, being willing to 
progress through the list as Lord directs. Simply pray until God 
releases you. 
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Join in groups and do the same! The Holy Spirit is praying 
alongside you and yours.

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KINGDOM PRAYER GUIDE - PRAY BY DOMAIN                                 

“Your Kingdom come, Your will be done, on Earth as it is 
in Heaven” 

This is where we are breaking down the topics by domain. Our 
King’s domain (aka kingdom) is in Heaven, and we are instructed 
for all things of the Earth to align with heaven. Please navigate 
the domains first in prayer, seeking guidance for the focus areas 
for the day. Then take notes as you pray and come back to where 
you left off in each domain for a future visit. 

The Domain of Your Heart 

• Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my 

anxious thoughts. See if there is any offensive way in me, and 

lead me in the way everlasting. (Psalm 139:23-24, NIV) Ask 

God to search you right now, to reveal to you anything in you 

that is displeasing to Him. Listen for His response and turn 

from anything and everything He reveals to you. If any 

restitution is needed, deal with it as soon as possible after you 

finish praying.  
• That we Christians would turn away from everything we have 

put before our devotion to our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ and 

return to Him as our First Love. 

• Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since as members of 

one body you were called to peace. And be thankful. 

(Colossians 3:15, NIV) 
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• Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and 

admonish one another with all wisdom, and as you sing 

psalms, hymns and spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts 

to God. (Colossians 3:16, NIV) 
• Your personal humility, meekness and selflessness 

•

The Broad Domain Common to all Nations and Peoples 

• The awakening of this passage for all intercessors: “if my 

people, who are called by my name, will humble 

themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from 

their wicked ways, then will I hear from heaven and 

will forgive their sin and will heal their land. Now my 

eyes will be open and my ears attentive to the prayers offered 

in this place. (2nd Chronicles 7:13-15, NIV)”  
• Ask the Lord to give you a key scripture related to prayer for 

each session regarding His reign, purpose, timing, faithfulness 

and presence to speak and act on behalf of His children. 

The Domain of National Government  (appendix A and B) 

• An awakening of We the People among the citizenry to realize 

that government is a servant system erected to protect our 

unalienable rights, endowed from our Father in Heaven.  
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• The President’s cabinet, for them to govern within all explicit 

and implicit constitutional bounds with the fear of God. 
• For the POTUS to fearfully honor the warning from Washington 

that government is, like fire, “a dangerous servant and a fearful 

master”, and must be limited. 

• The protection of the POTUS from assassination, from 

defamation, from political deceit, extending to family, 

associations and affiliations. 
• The House of Representatives as a whole, that rancor be put to 

shame, that individual financial abuse be exposed and be cause 

for indictment, and revival breaks out among its members. 

• That our local Representative, Roger Williams, is empowered to 

represent the Kingdom of God for his constituents, is able to 

rise above the evil culture in DC, and speak forth truth on a 

national level. 

• For the Texas delegation of Senators and Representatives to be 

true to the will of God in how they represent godly values in 

Washington DC  
• For all 9 SCOTUS justices, that they resist temptation and 

return to a strict interpretation of the Constitution. 
• For all military personnel, from the Joint Chiefs to the new 

recruits. From the established branches to all involved in 

private security, that the words of Christ would weigh mightily 

on them for their protection and that the Kingdom of God will

ultimately eliminate the need for physical defense when swords 

are fashioned into plowshares. 
• The people of the Border Patrol, FBI, ICE and other Federal 

agencies 
• The economy of our nation, that biblical principles becoming 

known and applied to policy, the elimination of debt, over-

taxation, free markets and trade. 

The Domain of Texas State Government (appendix A) 

• A revelation of the optimal balance between state and federal 

government, and a willingness to assert proper authority of 

Texas jurisdiction in all matters of law and justice. 
• Governor Abbot and all other executive branch offices for 

wisdom, prudence and self-control in the execution of their 

duties and Texas public servants. 

• Austin government culture to yield to God as the best way to 

serve the people of Texas 

o That they specifically realize they cannot replace or usurp 

private charity 

• Our local reps: State Senator Brian Birdwell and State Rep 

Shelby Slawson 

The Domain of Local Hood County Area Government 

(appendix A) 
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• Hood County Probate Court, attorneys and staff, that fair 

hearings bring about justice, mercy and godly provision, 

without waste, to the many families that require the 

involvement of the court to resolve estates, guardianships and 

more.   

• Hood County Criminal Courts, including all attorneys involved, 

that justice and righteousness prevail in civil authority, always 

pointing and considering that eternal justice has been met at 

the Cross 

o That victims of crime are healed from scars in the name 

of Jesus and encounter opportunities for forgiveness 

despite the pain of their trauma 

o That perpetrators, alleged and actual, come to Jesus 

through their encounters with the court 
• The continued emergence of qualified, godly candidates for the 

next election that understand and demonstrate the disposition 

of being a public servant.

• Granbury City Offices. To administer services to Granbury 

residents with joy, diligence and a godly witness as unto the 

Lord, which is their wonderful reputation.

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o The same for the Granbury Police Chief, policemen and 

their support staff  
• All local fire departments and volunteers who take risks to their 

health to protect us all. 
• An end to violence in Hood County 

• The exposure and rejection of secretive societies involved in 

local government 

• The GISD, that all the elected and staff leadership will walk in 

humble strength as servants of God to the students and 

families they serve in Hood County 

o Pray through names and schools in appendix B to go 

deeper for each need. 

The Domain of Local Hood County Church Authority 

(appendix C) 

• Your pastor, priest, deacons and elders as appropriate 
• Soon revival in all Hood County churches  

• An explosion in the practice of Prayer in the Church setting and 

throughout the culture of each and every local Church 

community. 
• Cooperation among the Hood County churches in worshipping 

God and ministering to our community in Jesus’ Name. 
• That God would give your pastor or priest His message and 

that your congregation would receive it and act on it, guided 

and empowered by the Holy Spirit.  
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• That the people of your congregation would get serious, both 

individually and as the body of Christ, about:  

o Seeking God’s face  

o Praying for righteousness 

o Intentional personal evangelism and the coming of Christ’s 

kingdom on earth  
• Bible study groups and Sunday school classes and leaders in all 

the churches – that Jesus would be exalted and people will 

grow in discipleship 

• That God would move in every church in Hood County to make 

us effective in loving people and sharing Jesus Christ with them 

• The growth and highlighting of the unique reach of House 

Churches in our area 

• Churches needing pastors and other staff – that God would 

provide godly leaders, discipled in Christ and not stained by 

corrupted Christian colleges who have lost their way. 
• Christian colleges that have traditionally been trusted to supply 

church leadership, but have been taken captive by theology 

departments run by atheists that deny the inerrancy of the 

Word of God. 
• That local pastors would undertake the ministry of discipleship 

that Jesus modeled to equip new generations of ministers and 

expand the sense of purpose in the Church. 
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• Your congregation – that the biblical model to provide for the 

widows, orphans and poor are realized in your congregation for 

the community, to the glory of God. 

The Domain of Hood County Principalities and 

Strongholds (appendix A) 
• Sexual purity among adults, teens and children throughout the 

Hood County area 

o The glorious blessing of sexual abstinence before and 

outside marriage 
• Deliverance and freedom in Hood County for victims of human 

trafficking  

o Empowerment for rescuing and recovery within our 

churches and community 
• A move of Repentance in the church according to 2 Chron 7:14 

o Rend your heart and not your garments. Return to the 

LORD your God, for he is gracious and compassionate, 

slow to anger and abounding in love, and he relents from 

sending calamity. (Joel 2:13, NIV)  

• Soon revival in all Hood County churches  
• An explosion of new and strong Bible study groups, classes and 

leaders in our area 
• The formation of a strong network of Hood County intercessors 

meeting regularly 
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• Elimination of spousal and child abuse in our area through 

justice, mercy and  the redemption of the Blood of Christ, who 

paid for every last sin on the Cross. 

• That those in Hood County who are persecuted for their faith in 

Jesus would have peace and joy and would remain steadfast in 

their testimonies about Him.  Ask God to give them relief and 

free them. 

• Salvation and spiritual growth for the people on your block, 

especially the neighbors on your right and your left  

• Salvation specifically for the many under-reached minority 

groups in our area that have fallen under the lies of racism, 

marginalization and isolation. That the Church in Hood County 

would penetrate ethnic enclaves and mature in the conviction 

that we are One in Christ, which brings glory not to men, but 

to God. 

• Salvation of atheists, Satan worshippers and practitioners of 

witchcraft in our area. Let their curses bounce back upon them 

not in vengeance, but as a means to bring them to conviction 

of the Holy Spirit regarding sin, righteousness and judgement. 

o (you also may be called to pray against their dark curses 

at night) 

• An end to gangs in Hood County – that God would convert 

them to ministry teams  

• Morality and decency of the films shown at Cynergy of 

Granbury and Brazos Drive-in Theater 
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• A return to decency and morality in what local residents watch 

on television/internet 
• The homeless of Hood County – their needs met and their 

salvation and growth in Christ 
• The Hood County economy, that it reflects God’s will for 

wealth, provision, opportunity and His glory overall, fostering 

purpose and excellence for all residents. 

The Domain of Caring for the Children of Hood County 

(appendix A) 
• Healthy families, loving parents and guardians, respectful 

children in Hood County  
• Foster care in Hood County – the need for more godly foster 

parents, God's blessing on foster parents and children in foster 

care, wisdom for foster care officials  

• All Hood County Public and Private Schools   

o well-being and growth of the children;  

o loving, involved parents and guardians;  

o competent, caring, godly teachers and staff;  

o an environment conducive to learning;  

o deliverance of students and staff from violence, drug 

activity, and abuse. 
• Praying through the above for each school listed in Appendix B 

• Wisdom and moral uprightness for the children of Hood County  
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• Young people aging out of foster care – that they would walk 

closely with Jesus and that He would provide aid and housing 

during their transition to independent living 

• Child Evangelism Fellowship – that they would have wisdom 

and success in leading children to trust Jesus Christ as their 

Lord and Savior and in discipling those who do. Pray for 

expansion to all of the schools in Hood County and other sites 

as well.  Pray that the Good News Clubs would be active 

throughout the school year. 
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The Domain of Local Ministries/Services that build the 

Kingdom of God 
• Lake Granbury Ministerial Alliance – that all the Granbury area 

pastors and churches would cooperate for mutual support and 

to accomplish those ministries that God wants and that require 

more than one church.  
• Bible Reading Marathon – Pure hearts as the Bible is read from 

the Hood County Courthouse out over the County in late April 

and early May.  Ask God to work mightily in the people of our 

area.  
• National Day of Prayer – Ask God to be greatly exalted in our 

Nation, Texas and Hood County as we seek His face, repent of 

our sins and yield ourselves to Him.   Ask Him to bless the 

preparations for this holy time. 
• Hood County Prayer Force — for wisdom and resources as they 

seek to get all of us engaged in meaningful Kingdom praying 

and as they seek to plan and facilitate events for the National 

Day of Prayer (the first Thursday in May) and other events.

o Caution and vigilance for United States to repent of/ avoid 

global overreach 

• The darkness that keeps the gospel from reaching the corners 

of the Earth 

Are Your Prayers Falling Flat?                              

We are keenly aware that in surprising moments, even in prayer, 
the Holy Spirit can bring unexpected conviction leading to 
salvation. Any religious discipline, including prayer, cannot replace 
our need to be born again.. born of the Spirit unto new life.  

The key question is: 

“. . . what must I do to be saved?” 
(to be right with God, to have real life) 
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The answer is – trust Jesus: 

“Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved . . .” 
Acts 16:30-31

RESULT:  We earned separation from God and torment forever.

PROBLEM  & SOLUTION:  We cannot be good enough to earn 
God’s forgiveness, but God has made it available as a gift. 

“. . . it is by grace you have been saved, through 
faith — and this is not from yourselves, it is the gift 
of God — not by works, so that no one can boast.” 

Ephesians 2:8-9

Jesus died in our place. 

“. . . God demonstrates 
His own love for us in 
this: While we were still 
sinners, Christ died for 
us.”

You need to know that Jesus is the only way to peace with God, 
the only way to a joyful life.  If there is any other way, 

“. . . Christ died for nothing!” 
Galatians 2:21 

To have that joy and peace you seek, you must receive Jesus 
Christ as your Lord (meaning you surrender yourself to Him) and 
your Savior. 

“As many as received Him, to them He gave the right to 
become children of God . . .” 

John 1:12 

We are saved through faith.  You do that by: 

• Agreeing with God that you are a sinner and telling Him 
you are willing to turn from your sin; 

• Choosing to believe that Jesus did indeed die on the 
cross for your sins and rose from the grave; and 

• Choosing to surrender the control of your life to Him. 
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If you do this and mean it, God will: 

• Forgive your sin (past, present and future) forever; 
• Grant you life with Him forever – full of joy and peace; 

and 
• Come to live in you (in the person of His Holy Spirit) to 

enable you to live as He desires and to give you 
understanding of His Word. 

We call this experience salvation, trusting Christ or being born 
again. 

The following prayer can be used to tell God you want to put your 
trust in Jesus.  It’s not magic.  You must mean it. 

Father, I know that I am a sinner and that nothing I can 
do will excuse that sin.  I believe that Jesus died on the 
cross in my place, paying the debt for my sin.  I believe 
that He rose from the grave to give me victory over sin 
and death.  I now receive this free gift and surrender 
myself to Jesus’ rule.  Lord, please come into me and 
make me the person you want me to be.  Thank you, 
Lord, for saving me. 

If you did this and meant it, God heard you and has given you 
eternal life with your sins forgiven.  Now, He wants you to: 

• Be baptized by immersion; 
• Read and think about His Word, the Bible, everyday; 
• Talk with Him everyday, seeking wisdom and direction; 
• Participate in a Bible-believing church where you and others 

can worship Him together and support one another (Click 
here for a list of Hood County churches.); and 

• Tell others what He has done and is doing for you.
